


 

  In compliance of the directions issued by the Hon’ble Supreme 

Court Committee on Road Safety, the Govt. of HP has notified the 

HP Road Safety Fund and Activities Rules, 2022 vide notification 

No. TPT-F(9)-3/2016-IV dated 7th April, 2022 with the objectives of 

strengthening  road  safety  and  implementation  of  road  safety 

measures and activities in the State. 

 

  Sources of fund shall be: (i) By way of budgetary provision equal 

to the 50% compounding fee collected by the Police and Transport 

Department under M V  Act, 1988; (ii) Any financial contribution, 

grant, donation etc. made/given by the State or the Govt. of India 

or   any   other   agency;   (iii)   Any   Corporate   Social 

Responsibility(CSR)  funds  or  voluntary  contribution;  and  (iv) 

Levy of charges on the services by the Govt. 

 

  The  funds  shall  be  operated  and  managed  by  the  State  Level 

Managing  Committee(SLMC)  under  the  chairmanship  of  Chief 

Secretary to the Govt. of HP.

   The funds shall be non-lapsable and the unutilized amount left in 

the funds at the end of each financial year shall be carried forward 

to the next financial year. 

 

  The account section of the Lead Agency/Road Safety Cell, under 

the supervision of AC(F&A) or such other officer authorized by 

the Director Transport shall maintain account of the expenditure 

incurred from the fund in accordance with relevant rules. 

 

  Each  stakeholder  departments  i.e.  HPPWD,  Transport,  Police, 

Education & Health will submit their proposals to the included in 

the annual action plan on road safety to the Member-Secretary of 

SLMC i.e. Director Transport. 

 

  The  Member-Secretary  of  the  SLMC  shall  place  the  identified 

activities/proposed  projects/work  received  from  stakeholder 

departments for inclusion in the annual action plan on road safety 

after due examination. 
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 

  In order to sensitize the public in general towards Road Safety 

through  women  Police  officers/officials,  a  workshop  was 

organized for the 60 lady officials on 6th & 7th May, 2022.

  In  order  to  ensure  effective  and  result  oriented  Road  Safety 

measures  at  grassroots  level  to  education  the  stakeholder  and 

general  public,  a  “Road  Safety  Review  Meeting”  with  all  the 

Regional Transport Officers(RTOs), Assistant Regional Transport 

Officers   (ARTOs),   and   the   officers/officials   of   Transport 

Department & Lead Agency was held under the chairmanship of 

the Principal Secretary(Transport) on 24th May, 2022 to assess the 

Road Safety activities being undertaken by them.

public transport of Delhi which jolted not only the capital city but 

whole the Nation & World altogether and to avoid the replication 

of such incident, it was felt that a mechanism may be devised to 

ensure  the  safety  &  security  of  women  &  children  in  public 

transport. Pursuant to that, VLTD was come into existence and 

same has been implemented by the Govt. of India for the vehicles 

being manufactured after 31st December, 2019. 

 

  The Vehicle Location Tracking Device(VLTD) & website of  Road 

Safety Cell,  HP was launched  by the Hon’ble Chief Minister of 

HP. This function was attended about 500 students of schools & 

colleges. Himachal Pradesh is the first State to have implemented 

VLTD project in the State having its integration with ERSS-112.
