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INTIATIVES BEING UNDERTAKEN BY THE STATE OF H.P. 

TOWARDS ROAD SAFETY. 

 

The State of Himachal Pradesh is committed to develop road 

safety as a “Culture” amongst the public of the State and other 

road users so that frequency of road traffic accident could be 

reduced and precious human lives be saved. The annual average  

rate   of road traffic accident, fatality and injuries  in  Himachal 

Pradesh is 3000, 1200 and 5000  respectively which shows that we 

are witnessing more than  eight accidents,  three fatalities and 13 

injuries  every 24 hours which is a matter of concern for a small 

State like Himachal Pradesh.  

In order to serve as a “Welfare State”, Himachal Pradesh is 

taking effective remedial measures to curve this menace which 

may be avoided by adopting required safety measures and 

adhering to the traffic laws and rules. In order to make road users 

and general public abide by traffic laws/ rules and make them 

aware about safety measures, strict law enforcement and 

awareness through IEC component is need of the hour as most of 

the road users abide by traffic laws only due to the fear of being 

penalized and do not adopt theses measures as safety concern.     

Police and Transport departments are key stakeholders 

undertaking effective implementation of traffic law enforcement 

in the State. All possible measures are being taken to reduce the 

number of road traffic accident and resultant fatalities and 

injuries.  Enforcement agencies in the State are not only 

implementing the strict enforcement of traffic laws but the 

“counseling” of the violators is also being done on the spot by 

explaining them the benefits of adhering to the traffic laws and 

further financial and legal consequences they will have to face if 

the offence is committed time and again.

 Apart from challaning the vehicles violating the traffic laws,  in 

compliance to the directions given by the Hon’ble Supreme Court 

Committee on Road Safety vide letter dated 17.11.2015 and as per 

the section 19 of   Indian MV Act 1988 read with rule 21 of the 

Central Motor Vehicle Rules 1989, during the year 2018, 

Himachal Pradesh Police Department has recommended 

suspension/cancellation of 7573 licenses of violator of different 

offences i.e. red light jumping, over-speeding, over-loading in 

goods carriers, carrying person in goods carrier, using mobile 

phone while driving and driving under the influence of drinks and 

drugs. Similarly, during the year 2019 and 2020, 8175 and 3382 

driving licenses have been recommended for 

suspension/cancellation respectively for the above offences.  



 

 

 The Himachal Pradesh Police has 136 Police Stations, 164 Police 

Posts/Police Assistance Rooms (PARs) & 54 Traffic Barriers in 13 

Police districts spread across the State and has access to the 

citizens from all walks of life up to ward level. The jurisdiction of 

each Police Station and Police Post have been divided into beats 

and as such beat Police Personnel cover whole area of the 

jurisdiction of concerned Police Station and Police Posts. Since 

the Police is directly connected with general public and enforcing 

the traffic laws hence, the awareness campaign being launched by 

the Police Department is very much effective and result yielding. 

 

 Beside above, before the spread of COVID-19, regular awareness 

campaign were being organized by the State Police by visiting 

schools, colleges and other educational institutions wherein Police 

officers including gazetted Police officers were personally visiting 

the above institutions and interacting with the students on road 

safety laws/rules and on safety of road user which will be resumed 

after the pandemic is over. The State Police have constituted 

“Road Safety Clubs” at Police Station level where citizens from all 

walks of life are associated and required interventions for better 

implementation of road safety measures are discussed and public 

participation is solicited.  

 In furtherance of the above initiatives, the State Police has also 

launched “Traffic Warden” Scheme where students of the senior 

classes of various schools are requested to regulate road usage by 

the children during school hours along with traffic personnel.  

 Further, regular awareness camps are also being organized 

through various stakeholders like Taxi Unions, Heavy Goods 

Vehicle Unions, NGOs as well as general public. Also, the social 

media platform is being used for the awareness purpose which 

includes Face book pages and Twitter accounts. 

 



 

 

 Also, the school buses /taxis are being checked regularly by the 

Police and Transport Department to ensure the safety and security 

of school children. Necessary direction/instructions are being 

issued to the field functionaries which are being complied 

accordingly. However, the above activities in the school/colleges 

and other educational institutions were on a hold because of the 

closing of these School/ institutions due to the spread of COVID-

19 which are being resumed by observing the proper Covid 

protocol.  

 

 For the effective enforcement of traffic laws, State Police has been 

equipped with enforcement equipment like Doppler Radar and 

Speed- Guns to keep strict vigil on the violation of Speed Limit 

and Alco-Sensors to reduce the frequency of road traffic accidents 

happening due to drunken driving. Further, in order to enhance 

the efficiency of Police Department and fulfill the inadequacy of 

enforcement equipment and vehicles required for the purpose of 

road safety, a proposal of 13 “Interceptors” along with required 

vehicles for patrolling and enforcement equipment amounting to 

Rs. 9.12 Crore is under consideration of H.P. Govt.

After the constitution of Lead Agency/ Road Safety Cell on 

16.07.2019, a meeting of Road Safety was conducted on 

07.11.2019 by the Hon’ble Committee at Vigyan Bhawan, Delhi 

which was attended by the Additional Chief Secretary (Transport) 

to the Govt. of HP, Commissioner Transport H.P., Addl. 

Commissioner, Transport and officers of stakeholder departments. 

After the spread of Covid-19, two virtual meetings were held with 

the Hon’ble Committee under the Chairmanship of Chief

 BLACK SPOTS/VULNERABLE SPOTS:  
 

Based on the definition of MoRTH, the H.P. Police department  

and HPPWD have identified 147 Black Spot in the State. Further, 

1445 Vulnerable Spots have also been identified by the GVK 108 

Ambulance Service and Himachal Road Transport Corporation 

(HRTC).  As per the information received from the  ENC,  

HPPWD vide letter dated 14.03.2022,  there are 147 Black Spots 

in the State  ie. 71- NHAI, 01- BRO, 01- BBNDA, 27- HPPWD 

and 47 HPPWD(NH). However as per the information received 

from NHAI vide e-mail dated 23.03.2022, they have 68 BS with 

R.O. Shimla and 04 BS with R.O. Chandigarh. Hence, total 

number of Black Spots in H.P. is 148. However, out of these 148 

BS, 05 BS have been repeated, therefore actual  number of BS in 

the State is 143. Out of  these 148 Black Spot, Regional Officer 

NHAI, H.P. Shimla  has 68  BS and 28 have been rectified.  RO 

NAHI, Chandigarh has 04 BS and all are rectified. Border Road 

Organization (BRO) has 01 BS which has been rectified. Baddi-

Barotiwala- Nalagarh Development Authority (BBNDA) has 01 

BS which has been rectified. HPPWD has 27 BS and 25 BS have 

been rectified and HPPWD(NH) has 47 BS and 39 have been 

rectified.  Hence, out of 148 Black Spot, 98 have been rectified by 

the concerned road owning agencies and 50 are still to be 

rectified. In order to assess the rectification of Black Spots as 

claimed by the concerned road owning agencies, X-EN and Dy. 

S.P. Road Safety Cell visited these Black Spots to inspect them 

physically.  Photography and videography of Black Spots was 

done and detailed reports were prepared and submitted to the 

HPPWD for proper and permanent rectification of all Black 

Spots. As far as Vulnerable Spots  are concerned, it is not possible 

for the Road Safety Cell to visit and inspect all the 1445 spots due 

to limited staff, hence  it was felt that in order to conduct the 

proper technical assessment of Black Spot and Vulnerable Spots, 

services of some technical expert agency be engaged.  For this 

purpose, the Road Safety Cell has hired consultancy services of 



 

 

National Institute of Technology (NIT) Hamirpur. The proposal 

of Engineering Department of  NIT, Hamirpur for the inspection 

and  recommendation of engineering solution along with 

drawings for all  Vulnerable Spots and Third Party Audit of all 

Black Spots  for Rs. 54,15,020/- has been accepted. The work has 

been started by the agency and will be completed by the month of

 During the year 2021, as per the mandate of Ministry of Road 

Transport and Highways (MoRTH), “National Road Safety

  Fund Rules of Lead Agency/ Road Safety Cell: Presently, the 

expenditure and procurement for undertaking various road safety 

activities and procurement of related items/ materials is governed 

by the “Road Safety Activity Scheme 2006” which provides limited 

power of expenditure to Lead Agency. Therefore, in order to get 

absolute power of expenditure on road safety activities, the Lead 

Agency/ Road Safety Cell had prepared draft Himachal Pradesh 

Road Safety Fund and Activities  Rules 2022 and submitted to the 

Govt. for approval on 01.01.2021.  As per the mandate of the 

Hon’ble Supreme Court Committee on Road Safety, Road Safety 

Fund will be non- lapsable.  The in-principal approval was 

accorded by the Govt. and Draft Fund Rules were notified on 

08.02.2022 and floated on public domain for calling objections 

and suggestions within a period of one month from the 

publication of the draft notification.   Final Road safety Fund 

Rules are likely to be notified shortly by the Govt.  With the 

finalization of Fund Rules, Lead Agency/ Road Safety Cell will be 

in better position to incur expenditure on various road safety 

activities with more liberty which will certainly enhance the 

capability of Lead Agency. Since these Fund Rules will be non-

lapsable, time consuming bidding and tendering process for big 

Road Safety projects will not hamper the objective and working of 

the Lead Agency. All the funds pertaining to the Road Safety will 

directly come to the Lead Agency and will be further allocated to 

the stakeholder departments as per their “Annual Action Plan”.  

After   the coming  of these Fund Rules in force, the State Level  

Standing  Committee on Road Safety under the chairmanship of  

Secretary( Transport) to the Govt. of H.P. will be replaced by the 

Road Safety Committee under the chairmanship of Chief

 Scheme under section 135 of Motor Vehicle(Amendment) Act, 

2019: The Lead Agency/ Road Safety Cell, department of 

Transport  has prepared draft  Scheme  for (i) In -depth study on 

causes and analyses of motor vehicle accidents (ii) Wayside 

amenities on highways(iii) Truck parking complex along 

highways and (iv) any other amenities in the interest  of safety and 

convenience  of the public as stipulated under the provisions laid 

down in section 135 of  the  Motor Vehicle Act 1988 and as 

desired by the Hon’ble  Supreme Court Committee on Road 

Safety. After the approval and implementation of the scheme, in-

depth study of road traffic accidents will be conducted by an 

expert team comprising members from all the stakeholder 

departments which will provide a platform for devising area wise, 

road condition, time and traffic violation specific strategies to 

reduce the number of road traffic accident, fatalities and injuries. 

The Traffic Aid Post on highways and Truck Parking Complex 

along the highways will provide convenience to the road user/ 

drivers and will reduce the hazard on the roads by making the 

road safer.

 Crash Barrier Policy for Road Safety: 

As per the direction of Hon’ble Supreme Court Committee on 

Road Safety, H.P. Public Works Department has notified the 

policy for replacement/ maintenance of damaged crash barriers in 

the State of Himachal Pradesh vide department Notification No. 

PWD©F(10)-21/2020 dated 9
th

 November 2021.  In order to 

ensure the safety and security of travelling people and vehicles 

during day and night on hill roads, the State has prepared the 

protocol for repair or replacement of damaged crash barriers. For 

this purpose, Contractors with skilled manpower for installation of 

crash barriers and back-end support arrangement with reputed 

Indian manufacturer of metal beam crash barrier will be awarded 

the replacement, maintenance and repair work of crash barriers 

for consecutive three years contract duration.  

 

In case of any accident, rock fall or land slide, concerned Junior 

Engineer or Work Inspector of HPPWD will inspect the road in 

his jurisdiction to assess the damage and take all details including 

road features, still photographs and video clips etc.  

 

During the currency of contract period, the concerned engineers 

of HPPWD will carry out periodic and routine inspection of 

roadside crash barriers. A more In-depth inspection shall be 

carried out when the roadways is proposed for reconstruction or 

extensive repair etc. This initiative will certainly provide safer 

roads for all the road users in the State.

 Vehicle Location Tracking Device(VLTD) 

 

 The Ministry of Road Transport & Highways (MoRTH) had 

issued a notification on 28
th

 November 2016 wherein Vehicle 

Location Tracking Device (VLTD) and Emergency Buttons 

were mandated to be fitted in all public service vehicles (four 

wheeled or higher, passenger carrying vehicles) w.e.f. 1
st
 April 

2018. In order to standardize the specifications of VLTD and 

Emergency Buttons across the Country, AIS 140 standard 

was released by MoRTH. All specified public service vehicles 

registered on or after 1
st
 January 2019 must be fitted with 

VLTD and Emergency Buttons and for old registered 

vehicles, State needs to decided at their own. 

 

 To implement the same, Ministry of Road Transport & 

Highways (MoRTH), Government of India has introduced a 

Scheme for implementation of  “Development, Customization, 

Deployment and Management of State-wise Vehicle Tracking 

platform for Safety & Enforcement as per AIS-140 

Specifications” in States/UTs to be funded under Nirbhaya 

Fund vide which the State of Himachal Pradesh have been 

chosen for funding of 9.36 Crore in 90:10 ratio for setting of 

Monitoring Centre to which the State has already received the 

first installment of 5.49 Crore.  

  

 



 

 

 The Monitoring Centre in the State shall be used to provide 

interface to various stakeholders such as State Emergency 

Response Centre, Department of Transport, MoRTH and its 

designated agencies, law enforcement agency, VLT device 

manufacturers and their franchises etc. The Monitoring 

Centre shall receive data from the VLT devices in the vehicles 

and process the same. The Monitoring Centre shall also 

process the alerts specified in AIS-140 specification. The 

proposed system envisages to enhance the safety of the women 

and the girl children by equipping all the public passenger 

transport vehicles with location tracking device and 

emergency buttons for raising an alert in case of emergency. 

The Government has constituted the Project 

Implementation Unit under the Chairmanship of Director 

Transport wherein the DIT and AIG TTR have also been 

roped in the PIU.   

 C-DAC Thiruvananthapuram has appointed as Implementing 

Agency for the Establishment of Monitoring Centre at 

Directorate.  

1. All new vehicles are being installed VLTD through 

Department Backend only. 

2. Hardware has been installed in the Directorate  

3. Integration with Emergency Response Support 

System (ERSS) is in progress.   

4. Migration of VLTD installed before establishing
